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Respect – For others, for self, for things.  Treat others with respect.  No name calling, teasing, belittling, etc. 

Effort – Try your best at all times, it will be expected.  Work hard in class = little or no homework. No games, facebook, etc. Always have a book to read or homework from other classes.

Warnings – Behavior – conduct (Student Handbook, pgs. 16 – 23)

1st Warning – Verbal


2nd Warning – Verbal and/or 1 hour after school in teacher’s room doing assigned work


3rd Warning – To Office – appropriate discipline in handbook enforced

Tardy – in room at work station by the time the bell rings.  Good work habits start now.  Tardy 

  employees get fired – make promptness a habit now.

Attitude – Positive, positive, positive.  Come to class ready to learn and work.  Time will go faster and grades will be better.

Responsibility – Not in middle school any more.  You have to choose what you will do and do it.  Take initiative – anticipate what should be done next and do it. 
Daily Work – Given 3 points per day – 1 for being prepared for class, 1 for classroom behavior, 1 for participation.
Prepared for Class – computer, worksheets, pencil/pen, calculator, book, etc.
Class behavior – warnings, no talking while others are working, hands to self, chairs – not to roll 

around on, will get you a warning fast.


Participation – Use time in class wisely, work hard, do assigned work correctly, earn a good grade.


Restroom – Not during instruction/discussion times. Name and time on signout sheet.
Respect, Effort, no Warnings, a positive Attitude, Responsibility and Daily Work and your reward will be a good grade
